A first conference on women’s history writing in early modern France and
Britain (June 6, 2009) showed that the contribution of women to the dominant
historical genres, such as  chronicles, official historiography, religious
and political history, was isolated and sporadic. Yet, even if women wrote
history differently from men, their presence on the historical stage and
their contacts with those who made history allowed them to provide precise
accounts of the immediate past. These dedicated female spectators, who were
ready to suffer in the name of the truth they were describing, are the
authors of important testimonies on which this second conference will focus.
It seems essential, in order to understand the way in which women read the
past, to look at the genres which they favoured, including letters, memoirs,
journalism by women, pamphlets, spiritual writings (prophecies, treatises,
autobiographies), and poetry.
